Pentecost Sunday (at the Mass during the Day) – Sunday, 05 June 2022 Acts 2:1-11.  Psalm 104:1, 24, 29-30, 31, 34.  1 Corinthi-
ans 12:3b-7, 12-13.  OR Romans 8:8-17.  Sequence – Veni, Sancte Spiritus / Come, Holy Spirit, come!  John 20:19-23.  OR John 
14:15-16, 23b-26.  Being Filled with the Spirit.  Even locked doors cannot keep Jesus away.  Even locked doors do not prevent 
Jesus from breathing the Holy Spirit into us.  We do not need to lock ourselves away when the risen Jesus is near.  We do not 
need to lock ourselves away when filled with the Spirit.  Filled with the Holy Spirit, whom need I forgive?   Filled with the Holy 
Spirit, how will I behave today as a child of God?  Filled with the Holy Spirit, what will I say that needs saying?   

Pentecost Sunday…By the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost, 
Christ’s paschal mystery was brought to its completion.  The Holy Spirit prepares us 
with his grace in order to draw us to Christ.  He manifests the risen Lord to us, opening 
our minds.  He makes present the mystery of Christ.  And he reconciles us, bringing us 
into communion with God.  St. Thomas Aquinas says that the Holy Spirit interiorly per-
fects our spirit, communicating to it a new dynamism so that it refrains from evil for 
love.  With the Holy Spirit within us “it is quite natural for people who had been ab-
sorbed by the things of this world to become entirely otherworldly in outlook, and for 
cowards to become people of great courage.” (St. Cyril of Alexandria) 

The Word Among Us-Grow closer to God this   Easter season!  Pick up a copy of the 
devotional The Word Among Us and spend a few minutes each day reflecting on the 
word of God and applying it to your daily life.  Copies are located next to the bulletins.  
The Word Among Us includes:  A daily meditation, based on one of the Mass readings, 
that will help you understand the Scriptures and lead you into prayer.  Articles to help 
you grow in your Catholic faith and walk with the Lord in everyday life.  Inspiring wit-
nesses by everyday people about how God has worked powerfully in their lives.
